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Are the physical and physiological effects that occur in a young woman or young
man that changes the physical and physiological formations of the individual, in
particular the female in terms of the growth of breasts, in addition to other changes.

Diseases that married women are infected by during pregnancy, childbirth and the
postnatal period which affect reproduction in women. These diseases constitute a
significant risk to women since some of these diseases are associated with blood can-
cer, blood pressure, anemia and other severe infections.

Women are able to participate in public life through public work and in executive,
legislative, educational and economic institutions.

Is the main societal role for the vast majority of women in the world; this role is
linked to home and family development, which is the formation of society.

Gender based violence results in or is likely to result in injury and in physical, sexual
or psychological affliction in women. Gender based violence also includes threats of
violence or any threats of mandatory deprivation of liberty, whether occurring in
public or private life. as the varies forms of violence are as follows domestic, psycho-
logical and physical violence in addition to other forms of violence.

It is the behavior which affects or is likely to adversely affect the wife. Preventing
her from communicating with her family, controlling her movements, ignoring her,
not giving her enough money, expressing anger when she speaks with other men,
taking possession of her property or preventing her from receiving education and
employment are all forms of moral and psychological violence.

It refers to verbal abuse, humiliation, intimidation, and the use of profanity against
women.

It refers to any act directed against women that affects or is likely to affect her physi-
cal integrity. For example, this includes beating, shoving, pulling hair, threatening
with a weapon, and any other similar acts.

It refers to manifestations of violence, including sexual harassment, sexual exploi-
tation and sexual violence by the husband such as forced intercourse, intercourse

under threat, and any other similar acts.

knowing and using safe, effective, affordable and acceptable family planning meth-
ods and fertility regulation of their choice which do not conflict with the law, and
on the right of access to appropriate health care services that enable women to go
safely through pregnancy and childbirth and provide couples with the best chance
of having a healthy infant.

FB has been defined for the purposes of this survey as the spouses’ mutual consent
of using legitimate and safe methods to delay pregnancy or to treat their infertility
methods which are appropriate to their health, social and economic conditions and
will not hinder their responsibility to their children and themselves.

It is a set of mechanical and chemical methods and tools that are used by the couple
to prevent pregnancy and control the spacing of pregnancies such as modern meth-
ods include female sterilization, male sterilization, the pill, the IUD, injectables, im-
plants (such as Norplant), the female condom, the male condom, lactational amenor-
rhea method (LAM), emergency contraception, the diaphragm, and foam/jelly, etc

Major sources of which women receive most of their contraception methods that
re regularly used which may be a government hospital, primary health care center,
pharmacy, friends, relatives, or other sources.

This refers to the average number of years of FP methods use by women who reported
that they use it regardless of the method and source.

Unmet needs in family planning in this survey is the ratio of married women in
reproductive age who do not want to have more children but do not have access to
contraceptive methods.

It refers to infectious diseases that are transmitted from an infected person to a
healthy person through sexual relations (e.g. AIDS, syphilis, jaundice, clap or gonor-
rhea, etc).

This is the period in which bleeding occurs after birth; on average women suffer
through this period for about 42 days. After birth, women are at their weakest physi-

cal state and as much rest as possible.

It refers to the average number of years of celibacy for all persons who marry before
the age of 50. It is calculated by dividing total number of celibate years of all persons
married before the age of 50 by the number of persons who married before the age

of 5o.

It refers to the total number of live births until the date of the survey divided by the

number ever-married women between 15-49 years.

Includes the care of the pregnant woman and her fetus before birth; measured by

the proportion of women who received care from professionals, for example doctors.

The proportion of pregnant women who receive health care during pregnancy (at
least 4 times as defined by the World Health Organization WHO) divided by total

number of pregnant women.

Can be defined as the medical and psychological facilities and care received or of-
fered to the mother during delivery by health professionals, to assist her psychologi-
cally and assist a safe birth. This assistance reduces the mortality rates of mothers,
children, and infants.

It refers to a period of the six weeks following the birth or the postpartum period
that is approximately 42 days, in relation to health care, health services and facili-
ties received by or offered to the mother who gave birth.

I-WISH is a standard survey among the family of demographic and health surveys.
Therefore, it adopts the internationally accepted concepts, definitions and termi-
nologies in this field. In addition, all concepts and definitions endorsed by PAPFAM
were endorsed in I-WISH for comparability purposes. The following are the main
concepts and definitions used in this report.

Traditional Household

For the purposes of the survey, a traditional household is one or a group of related
or unrelated persons, who reside in one housing unit or a part of the unit and share
food and other life necessities and may or may not have a common budget, (contrib-
ute collectively in the spending of the income of a head of household or some of its
members). Household members may participate in all or some of the meals. In addi-
tion, the members who are absent from the households temporarily outside Iraq or
absent for a period not exceeding one year are not considered part of the household,
except for students and patients who are considered among the household members
regardless of the duration of their absence.

Household size

The number of individuals living in the household; this does not include household
members living outside the country for extended periods of time who do not live
with the household most days of the year.

Head of Household

The head of household is a person who has usual residence in the household, and
recognized by other members as the head of the household regardless of sex. Head of
the household must be at least (12) years old, and is usually the person who has the
authority over the household, is economically responsible for it but may share the
economic responsibility with other household members. It is not necessary for the
head of household to be the oldest member of the family, to have the most income, or
to be related to some or all household members.

The sex ratio
Sex ratio refers to the number of males per hundred females of the population.

Gender

Gender is part of the broader socio-cultural context and refers to the social attributes
and opportunities associated with being male and female and the relationships be-
tween women and men and girls and boys, as well as the relations of women and
men amongst themselves. These attributes, opportunities and relationships are

socially constructed and are learned through socialization; they are context/ time-
specific and changeable. Gender determines what is expected, allowed and valued
in a women or a man in a given context. In most societies there are differences and
inequalities between women and men in responsibilities assigned, activities under-
taken, access to and control over resources, as well as decision-making.

Equality

Equality means that there is no gender based discrimination and differentiation
between individuals, in particular with regard to the distribution of resources, rev-
enues, and the provision of services, rights and duties. In addition to this, it also
means equality of opportunity and outcome between community members.

Empowerment

It is a process in which women become able to acquire skills and experience, can im-
prove their self-reliance, and perform all community roles in political, legislative,
legal, educational, economic, health areas regardless of their gender roles. Empow-
erment has three roles: reproductive, production and community. The focus areas of
women empowerment are the education, information, economic, social, political,
legal, health situations, and the decision-making process.

Marital Status

This represents the social situation of the individual in terms of its association with
a life partner. The individual may be single, never married, currently or previously
married which means they are presently divorced, separated or widowed.

Urban
It refers to the areas within the municipal boundaries or within the boundaries of
the Municipality of Baghdad.

Rural
It refers to the areas outside the municipal boundaries or outside the boundaries of
the Municipality of Baghdad.

Reproductive health

A state of well-being of complete physical, mental and social well in all matters relat-
ing to the reproductive system and its functions and processes, not only the absence
of disease or disability, health therefore implies that reproductive ability of people to
enjoy a satisfying and safe sex, and their ability to reproduce and the freedom to de-
cide if, when and how often. This freedom includes the right of men and women in

1. Study the knowledge, views and behavior of girls (10-14) years.

2. Study the knowledge and views of married women and women aged (15-54) regard-
less of marital status, women empowerment and gender equality.

3. Study VAW issue inside the household, street, work place, etc.

4. Study RH issues from different aspects while focusing on antenatal care, skilled
professional attendance at delivery, and postnatal care.

5. Study sexually transmitted infections, STIs and HIV\AIDS

6. Point out the differences of social and health issues of Iraqi women across gover-
norates.

By incorporating the data gathered by the knowledge, views and behavior of Iraqi
people, this survey has surpassed the traditional method of research, which pre-
dominantly focuses on women's reproductive role. The women's life cycle approach
was also utilized to study the effects and interaction between each stage in relation
to the subsequent stages of their lives. This survey is characterized by its multi-axes
design, multiple data sources, and accommodation of Iraq’s context. The intellectual
foundation of this survey is referenced to the right based approach; where women
are right holders, and the government and society in large are duty barriers.

To develop the survey, the accumulation of experiences has been used, while main-
taining the flexibility necessary to localize the survey tools on a national level and
the ability to make international comparative analysis and partnership in determin-
ing the content, indicators and measurement tools. The life cycle approach was used
because women have different rights and the different needs for each stage of their
lives. These needs vary across life cycle and there is an impact for the behavior and
knowledge of women at any age on the subsequent stage of her life. In addition, life
cycle approach contributes to building a comprehensive national context for each
topic of the survey, such as violence against women, women's empowerment, and
other related issues.

For example, VAW module was based on the most recent tools for measuring VAW.
The secretariat of the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe UNECE pre-
pared VAW questionnaire and initially consulted the local networks of information
societies in September 2009. This has been reviewed at a meeting of the Panel of Ex-
perts for the UNECE in Geneva, and has also been improved upon, tested in

the field and modified in March 2011. The project was carried out by the five United
Nations regional commissions (Economic Commission for Africa UNECA , Economic
Commission for Europe UNECE, Economic Commission for Latin America and the
Caribbean UNECLAC, the Economic and Social Commission for Asia and the Pacific
UNESCAP, the Economic and Social Commission for Western Asia UNESCWA), the Sta-
tistics Division of the United Nations UNSD, UN Woman, and was coordinated by the
Economic Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean ECLAC. Basic indicators
on VAW were approved by UNSD at its fortieth session in 2009. Supplements were
added on psychological and economic violence and female genital mutilation (FGM)
and it was presented to UNSD at its forty-second session in 2011. The questionnaire
has been translated into Arabic by ESCWA and reviewed by the Panel of Experts in
Beirut in 2010. Following this, it was approved by the Meeting of the joint working
group between the agencies and experts on gender statistics in November 2011. The
country questionnaire developed by the World Health Organization WHO on women
health and domestic violence against women has been used as a starting point for
developing I-WISH questionnaire. More details are available at the following link:

To put the questionnaire in the national context, the semi-final draft of the survey
questionnaire was discussed in three meetings attended by national experts, region-
al experts and international organizations. Thus, Iraq is the first Arab country and
the first Middle Eastern country that has implemented this survey using the latest
international and national modified tools. The experience of Iraq in this area has
been presented in the International Forum for Gender Statistics organized by UNSD.

This report presents the statistical material for I-WISH 2011 and introduces the quan-
titative indicators for the different measurements at the level of all of Iraq (nation-
wide), the Kurdistan region, and the governmental level; as well as by type of locality
(urban/rural). This report aims to provide detailed data on the survey results, and
classification of data collected from the field in order to allow researchers, scholars,
research centers, universities and institutions focusing on development to compre-
hensively and thematically analyze the areas covered by the survey. Particularly re-
productive health (RH), women empowerment and participation, gender based vio-
lence (GBV), health and social conditions of elder women, behaviors, knowledge and
aspirations of adolescent girls and the role of men in regard to women's empower-
ment.
